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OBSERVING THE UYGHUR IDENTITY THROUGH KASHGAR
Key words: Uyghurs, Xinjiang, Kashgar, China state, Sinicization.

Kashgar is perhaps the best place to observe the daily life of the Uyghur
people and their interaction with the Chinese state today. It is one of the
westernmost cities in the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region (XUAR),
predominantly populated by Muslim Uyghurs. This area, an oasis of the
ancient Silk Road, retains its historical charm despite rapid urbanization and
modernization.

Landing at the new Kashgar airport, the city’s transformation was
evident, yet road signs in both Chinese and Uyghur, along with the distinct
physical appearances and clothing of the people, confirmed Xinjiang’s
unique identity.

High-tech surveillance and the visible presence of police and military
officials significantly impact residents and travelers, reflecting the
government’s concern over potential separatist activities. Last year, Thomas
