Liapunova T. The problem of emotional burnout from the
perspective of stress theory

Summary. The article examines the issue of emotional burnout from the
point of view of stress theory. According to stress theory, prolonged
exposure to a stressful situation without adequate coping mechanisms and
recovery leads to three phases of burnout: tension, resistance, and
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
