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MEANING OF INTERNATIONAL CRIMINAL LAW

International law primarily regulates the rights and duties of states, while
criminal law focuses on prohibitions aimed at individuals, with violations
resulting in penal consequences enforced by the state. These two dimensions can
sometimes conflict with one another.

The establishment of international criminal law, which holds individuals
directly accountable and imposes penalties through international judicial
systems, is a relatively recent development.

Although there were earlier instances and practices related to international
criminal law, a formal regime emerged in the 1990s with the creation of the ad
hoc tribunals for the former Yugoslavia and Rwanda. This area of law remains
in its infancy, lacking uniformity, and its courts do not possess global
jurisdiction.

International criminal law has its roots in multiple sources. War crimes
derive from the «laws and customs of war,» which provide specific protections
for individuals during armed conflicts. Meanwhile, genocide and crimes against
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
