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Relocation, whether voluntary or forced, poses significant challenges for
criminal law, especially in extraordinary contexts such as conflicts, political
crises or natural disasters. Key issues include jurisdiction over crimes
committed by displaced persons, extradition and the criminalization of
migration. In emergency regimes, strict measures can affect the fundamental
rights of migrants and refugees.

Effective international cooperation and proper law enforcement are
needed in the context of global resettlement to maintain a balance between
security and the protection of human rights.
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
