Empirical evidence indicates that during disasters or
emergencies, individuals often exhibit remarkable moral fortitude,
demonstrating a readiness to assist others, even in the face of peril to their own
lives. According to published research on PubMed Central, during disasters
people show compassion and help each other, indicating our natural tendency
towards altruism in critical situations [3]. It is important to note that such
occurrence are frequent in all types of disasters, from natural to technogenic,
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
