Makarov O. Cognitive recovery technologies in the rehabilitation of
military personnel

Summary. The paper analyzes modern technologies of cognitive
rehabilitation for military personnel with combat-related injuries in the
context of psychological recovery. It is demonstrated that the effectiveness of
rehabilitation programs is determined not only by the reduction of post-
traumatic symptoms but also by the restoration of cognitive structures that
ensure consciousness, self-regulation, and reflection. The study focuses on
biofeedback, neurofeedback, cognitive training, and VR therapy, all of which
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
