Merkush Ye. Social-psychological mechanisms of narrative
generation in the process of realizing collective trauma: the role of group
self-identification in the sociocultural space of Ukraine

Summary. This article explores the socio-psychological mechanisms
underlying the generation of narratives in the context of collective trauma
awareness, with a particular emphasis on the role of group self-identification



within Ukraine's socio-cultural space. Collective trauma, such as the
Holodomor and the wars of 2014/2022, produces narratives that function as
tools for meaning-making and transgenerational transmission, significantly
shaping national identity. Drawing on the theories of H. Tajfel (social identity)
and P. Sztompka (socio-cultural trauma), the article posits that identification
serves as a moderating force in these narratives, either fostering cohesion or
exacerbating polarization through mechanisms such as memory displacement,
mythologization, and the ambivalence of roles (victim/ aggressor).
